· The school must complete and submit an SAT Grant Form (see page 2) with the requested information.

· The SAT Grant Form and your school's letter must be emailed to:

· The school must submit a written follow-up report on their Math Festival program within four weeks after their event.

If your school receives a grant, you will get a letter for a $1000 credit for a student Math Festival good for one year from the date your grant is received. Your school will be responsible for the balance of the funds necessary.
